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About

El Area Metropolitana de Bucaramanga (AMB) se encuentra ubicada en el departamento de Santander, en la
Provincia Metropolitana, en el flanco occidental de la cordillera Oriental, esta conformada por los municipios
de Bucaramanga como ciudad nucelo, Floridablanca, Giron y Piedecuesta. CARACTERISTICAS BIOFISICAS:EI
AMB forma parte de las cuencas del rio Lebrija, del rio Sogamoso y en menor proporcién de la del rio
Chicamocha, que abarca un area de 56.940 hectéreas y forma parte de la zona hidrogréfica del Magdalena
Medio. Las microcuencas del rio Frio, Oro Medio y Oro Bajo son las mas pobladas, mientras que las de menor
densidad de poblacién corresponden al rio Lato y Oro Alto (AMB y ONU-Habitat, 2015), En cuanto a la
temperatura del darea metropolitana de Bucaramanga, esta oscila entre 25,5°C en zonas bajas, y 15,5°C en
zonas altas. Respecto a la altura sobre el nivel del mar, varia entre 959 y 1005 m s. n. m.ECOSISTEMAS DEL
AREA METROPOLITANA: En el area metropolitana de Bucaramanga se encuentran seis areas que forman parte
del Sistema Regional de Areas Protegidas. En total, estas areas abarcan una extensién de 236,13 km2, de los
cuales 179,91 km2 estan dentro del AMB. La zona protegida mas extensa, y la Unica urbana, es el Distrito
Regional de Manejo Integrado de Bucaramanga, que comprende los Municipios de Girdn, Floridablanca y
Bucaramanga.ESPECIES DE FLORA Y FAUNA: Segun las listas de especies derivadas de los registros
bioldgicos publicados en el SiB Colombia para el area metropolitana de Bucaramanga, ingresadas por
diferentes organizaciones y ciudadania en general, para octubre del 2023 se registran 4.727 especies en este
territorio.

Description of how city is taking action

El Area Metropolitana de Bucaramanga en convenio con ICLEI COLOMBIA, formulo el primer Plan de Accién de Biodiversidad del area
metropolitana de Bucaramanga y de Colombia, el cual constituye un documento de politica publica que busca fortalecer los procesos de gestion
integral de la biodiversidad y los servicios ecosistémicos a nivel metropolitano. Su origen esta estrechamente articulado con el Convenio sobre
la Diversidad Biol6gica (CDB) y el proceso de implementacién del Marco Mundial Kunming-Montreal de la Diversidad Biolégica a nivel local.
Asimismo, se trata de un mecanismo que permite llevar a la practica en los territorios las Estrategias y Planes Nacionales de Biodiversidad
(NBSAP, por sus siglas en inglés), generando una articulacion efectiva en torno a la conservacion y el uso sostenible de la biodiversidad y los
servicios ecosistémicos entre los niveles local, nacional e internacional. El plan de accién se estructura en seis capitulos: el primer capitulo
presenta los antecedentes de los LBSAP y el marco de referencia para Colombia y el AMB; en el segundo capitulo, se describen las
caracteristicas generales del area metropolitana de Bucaramanga; el tercer capitulo aborda la estrategia de participacion que se implementé
para la formulacion del Plan; el cuarto capitulo sintetiza la evaluacion de la biodiversidad realizada en el area metropolitana de Bucaramanga; el
quinto capitulo se centra en la formulacién del Plan de Accion de Biodiversidad, detallando sus lineas estratégicas de gestion, compuestas por
metas, indicadores, actividades e instrumentos de gestién y financiacién; finalmente, el sexto capitulo describe la propuesta para la gobernanza
del Plan, que incluye una estrategia financiera y un analisis estratégico para la toma de decisiones.
